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how to prepare paper waste:
◆ place paper waste in a separate recycle bin, not in plastic 

bags
◆ put shredded paper in a stapled & labeled paper bag

cardboard: it’s not thaaat hard!
you have a few options:

1. flatten, cut to 3 ft x 3 ft and secure under or between bins;
2. flatten, fold & stuff in your paper recycling bin;
3. OR, bring large, clean pieces as is to the Recycle Depot

Pizza boxes are not accepted.

how to prepare containers:
◆ place containers, lids & caps loose in bin
◆ when possible, wipe out oily containers
◆ do not empty grease or cooking oil into drains
◆ Place loose in bin, not in plastic or paper bags.

how to prepare yard waste:
◆ yard waste is not accepted in plastic bags and will not be 

picked up
◆ place loose in barrels with yard waste stickers facing the 

street, or
◆ place in paper yard waste bags that are not stapled or 

taped
◆ bundle thick tree limbs 2 ft x 2 ft

paper & cardboard:
Keep paper free from food and plastic wrapping. 
Place in separate bins, no plastic bags.

glass, metal & plastic containers:
Place rinsed containers loose in your bin, no plastic bags.

leaf & yard waste:
Yard waste in plastic bags is not accepted and will be
rejected.

HOLIDAY SCHEDULE
Whenever a scheduled collection day falls
on a holiday, that day’s collection and all
remaining collections for the week will be
delayed one day.
Friday’s collection will be on Saturday.

why recycle?
Recycling saves money, creates jobs and
reduces climate change.
For each ton we recycle, the savings include
17 trees, 2 barrels of oil, 7000 gallons of
water and over 3000 pounds of air pollutants.

important tips:
◆ Set recycling out by 7 am on your 

collection day or after 5 pm the day 
before. Take empty bin in by 11pm on 
collection day.

◆ Do not place papers, containers or yard 
waste in plastic bags. 

◆ During holiday weeks, collection is 
delayed one day.

◆ Close the loop! Buy products made from
post-consumer recycled materials.

the recycling drop-off center:
Located at 301 Oak Hill Way, Brockton.  
Open Year Round: Mon to Sat 8:30 am - 3:00 pm

We accept: books, cans & bottles, cardboard,
clothing, mercury devices, fluorescent bulbs,
motor oil, non-alkaline batteries, paper,
appliances, monitors, tv's, tires, propane
tanks and paint. 

Proof of residency required upon request. 
Fee applies to some items.
When the Drop-Off Center is closed, the
public may not enter the yard.

what to recycle:
◆ cardboard (no pizza boxes)
◆ paperboard (cereal & tissue boxes, 

paper towel rolls)
◆ magazines & newspapers (glossy 

paper is ok)
◆ phone books & junk mail (no CDs or 

plastic wrap)
◆ Soft cover books
◆ all office paper (no blueprints)

no need to remove...
...staples, paper clips, spirals, or plastic 
windows on envelopes.

what to recycle:
◆ aluminum (pie plates, trays &  foil)
◆ glass containers (any color)
◆ metal cans (tin, steel & aluminum)
◆ stiff plastic containers (#1-7, no 

plastic bags or styrofoam)

what is yard waste?
◆ leaves, grass & plants
◆ shrub prunings &  twigs (less than 4’ 

long and 4” wide, tied in bundles less 
than 35 pounds)

◆ do not include: 
tree stumps, rocks, soil, dirt, sand, food 
or trash
